Of all the books in the Bible, the book of Psalmgrobably one we study the least. Modern peogde a
uncomfortable with poetry, and the psalms are éxalat; a collection of three smaller books of {pge
used by the ancient nation of Israel in its worstfiphe one living God. The writers of these poewese

not afraid to express their feelings, and they shdn resounding words that can still move us &3@00
years. They speak frankly about their triumphsvelt as their defeats; and about their sins, thegmies,
and God. King David and the other psalmists fedefto talk to God as they would to a human being,
complaining when they thought the LORD was moviag slowly, or praising his name when they felt
vindicated.

The words of Psalm 118 have a special importance&Cfoistians. This is the psalm that the crowd was
singing as Jesus rode on a colt up to the templenmgMatthew 21:1-10, Mark 11:1-10, Luke 19:35-38
John 12:12-18). The phrase “now save us”, printedold in the verses above, would be pronounced
“Hoshea-na” in Hebrew, or “Hosanna” in the languaieghe common people. This may have also been a
word-play on Jesus’ own name, “Jeshua” meaning séxes/he will save”. Obviously, the crowd was
convinced that Jesus was the chosen one, the rhessize to liberate Israel and institute the rei§®God

on earth. The priests of the temple may have tegedesus, but for the common people he had betmne
foundation or cornerstone of their faith.

The irony of Jesus’ triumphal entry into the temjethat within a week the crowds would desert
him. When he was arrested, none of his suppontewdd rush to his aid. Jesus knew that they waolglskert
him in the time of trial, because they could ndtyfunderstand who the Christ really is. They expd a
king for their nation, and when it looked like Jeswas not going to set up his own government, they
deserted him. In their own way, the crowds shautidosanna” on Palm Sunday would reject Jesus,yever
bit as much as the scribes and Pharisees did. Eetm, that most trusted disciple, would turn awagn it
meant choosing between Jesus and his own life.

As we ‘prepare the way of the Lord’ this week, hdavwe praise Jesus? There needs to be somettong ab
our faith that fills us with joy in the knowledghat Christ will indeed triumph. As we look forwatd
Easter, we also look forward to Christ’s returnhope you will share with us in prayer and praisene
celebrate Jesus’ victory.
